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This program is designed to enhance abilities that may not be fully
developed through traditional university education, such as communi-
cation, leadership, and practical skills. Internships offers students the
opportunity to work at overseas companies, participate in university
research projects, or gain experience at domestic companies, govern-
ment offices or research institutes. The program prioritizes overseas
internships due to their significant positive educational impact. Each
year, CEED sends many students overseas, and also welcomes students
from overseas universities to participate in research projects.
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Industry- Academla Collaboratlve Program
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Internships
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CEED provides international internships that allow students to either
work for a company or participate in a research project at a university.
These overseas programs typically run for 1 to 12 months, with an
average duration of 2 months, and have placed students as interns in over
40 countries. Additionally, CEED also offers domestic programs, where
students work for an average of two weeks at various organizations
including companies, government offices, and national research institutes.

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CEED conducted a survey on changes in student self-awareness
regarding abilities before and after participation in internship programs.
The students evaluated themselves on a five-level scale ranging from
“Very bad” to “Excellent” for 13 items in the table on the right. The
results showed a significant increase in self-awareness, particularly
among students who participated in overseas internship programs.

The Center for Engineering Education Development (CEED) provides a variety of services
through three programs to help students become leaders on the international stage after gradua-
tion: (1) the Industrial Collaboration Program, in which students can experience domestic/over-
seas internships and attend special lectures for creative human resource cultivation from present-
ers active on the cutting edge in society; (2) the Intercultural Education Program, which includes
technical writing/presentation and Brush-Up English programs; and (3) the e-Learning Initia-
tives with its online content.

e-Learning materials can be used to prepare for and review coursework and as part of lectures
for students unable to attend regular classes due to residence in remote locations, study abroad or
participation in internship programs.

CEED is also committed to developing new educational programs so that students can pick up
professional abilities and learn the versatility required to respond to social/international needs.

In collaboration with faculty members, CEED (1) dispatches students overseas on long-term
internship programs and hosts interns from overseas; (2) provides programs to improve
students’ English; and (3) produces and provides e-learning content.
